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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Migraine headaches.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 68-year-old female with chief complaint of migraine headache.  The patient tells me that her headaches are under control.  The patient has intermittent unilateral headaches, associated with nausea, vomiting, and visual sensitivity.  The patient has been taking Norco as needed for headaches.  There are no withdrawal symptoms.  There are no side effects.  There are no new medications.  The patient has no withdrawal side effects from medications.  The patient tried various other medications in the past, they were not effective.

IMPRESSION
Migraine headache disorder.  The patient has chronic migraine headache disorder.  The patient is stable for p.r.n. Norco.  The patient tells me that there are no side effects and there are no withdrawal symptoms.  The patient tried various different medications in the past and they were not effective.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Explained to the patient the common signs and symptoms for migraine headaches.

3. We will refill the Norco as needed, for migraine headaches.

4. Explained to the patient the risk of dependency and tolerance.  Explained to the patient not to take it every day.  She does not take it everyday.  She takes once or twice a month or so.  She will take that as needed basis.

5. Recommend to the patient to follow with me in three months.
