CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right hand pain and thumb pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter stating that she has pain in the right hand on and off for the past several months and it is getting worse now and the patient could not do her activities of daily living and combing hairs or dressing up and the right hand is painful. There is no history of falling down.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

Right hand examination reveals tenderness of the knuckles and also tenderness of the right thumb and most pain is upon flexion of the fingers and thumb making a fist and the grip is weak.
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
