Holter Report
The patient heart rate varied from about 50 to 140 bpm. There were frequent few single PVCs, which are mostly unifocal and with nearly fixed coupling interval. Rare two PVCs in a row were noted and once three PVCs in a row were noted at a rate of about 110 bpm. Very rare PACs were noted and mostly they were single. The patient had reported symptom of lightheadedness and feeling dizzy around 6:30 a.m. and at that time no significant arrhythmias were noted. Also, the patient reported irregular heartbeat at 9:42 a.m. and no significant arrhythmias are noted.
The sinus tachycardia at rate of 140 bpm happened at the end of his 4 mile walk and is probably due to exertion related to his walking.
Final Interpretation:

1. Few single PVC, which are mostly unifocal and with nearly fixed coupling.
2. Very rare two PVCs in a row and once three PVCs in a row at a rate about 110 bpm.
3. Occasional single PACs and few two PACs in a row.
4. Symptom of lightheadedness and dizziness and also the symptom of irregular heartbeats were not accompanied by any significant arrhythmias.
5. Episodes of sinus tachycardia at a rate of 140 bpm happen at the end of his 4 mile walk.
6. No significant ST-T changes noted.
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
