CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 30-year-old female who reports fainting spells.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 30-year-old female who reports dizziness and chest tightening, which occurred over a period of time. She stated that she had four emergency room visits. She had experienced chest tightness and difficulty breathing. She further stated that during one of her episodes her eyes rolled back, she had near passed out. She has had no palpitations. She has no asthma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Heart murmur.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Congenital heart disease status post repair of a septal defect.

MEDICATIONS: Meclizine p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had coronary artery disease and myocardial infarction. An aunt had leukemia. Father had prostate cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking. She notes occasional alcohol use. She previously smoked marijuana, but none in 11 years.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Neurologic: She has headache, double vision, vertigo, and dizziness.

Psychiatric: She reports nervousness, depression, insomnia, and emotional lability.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 107/75, pulse 70, respiratory rate 16, height 64”, and weight 152.4 pounds.

Cardiovascular There is a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border.

Skin: Reveals multiple tattoos, otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain.

2. Near syncope.

3. Congenital heart disease.

4. Murmur.

PLAN: She requires echocardiogram. In addition, she requires coronary CT angio to evaluate for congenital heart disease and near syncope. I will see her in six weeks.
