CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 70-year-old female with history of lower extremity swelling.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: As noted, the patient is a 70-year-old female with history of lower extremity swelling who previously underwent evaluation for deep venous thrombosis and pulmonary embolism. The patient was diagnosed with congestive heart failure. She currently denies shortness of breath. She has history of chest pain. This occurred several weeks ago, but was positional in nature. She has had no exertional chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Arthritis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Congestive heart failure.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. C-section.

2. Pneumothorax.

MEDICATIONS: Unknown.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: A daughter has diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Musculoskeletal: She has joint pains especially involving the knees.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress. She appears thin and cachectic.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/87, pulse 67, respiratory rate 20, height 65.5”, and weight 105 pounds.

Oral Cavity: She has poor dentition.

The remainder of the exam was unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 55 bpm. Repeat EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 49 bpm.

IMPRESSION:

1. This is a 70-year-old female with history of congestive heart failure.

2. Hypertension.

3. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN: We will proceed with echo, CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, and TSH. Followup: I will see the patient in one month.
