CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

REASON FOR EVALUATION: Cardiology consultation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 58-year-old female who underwent a procedure for hysteroscopy under general anesthesia. The patient had subsequently developed hypoxemia and difficulty extubation. She had been referred for cardiovascular workup. She denied prior chest pain or shortness of breath. However, she does admit to dyspnea worsened on exertion/heavy breathing on walking upstairs or putting on clothes. She reports rare fluttering of her heart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Irregular menstrual bleed.

2. Glaucoma.

3. Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Hysteroscopy x2.

2. C-section x2.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan, 100 mg daily, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily, timolol one drop in each eye daily, and latanoprost one drop daily.

ALLERGIES: BENADRYL results in hallucination.

FAMILY HISTORY: Brother died of myocardial infarction at age 51.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, but notes marijuana use. She quit recently. She notes occasional use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Eyes: She has impaired vision and wears glasses.

Oral Cavity: She reports postnasal drip.

Throat: She has sore throat and hoarseness.

Musculoskeletal: She has joint pain and swelling.

Endocrine: She has abnormal glucose test.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/77, pulse 90, respiratory rate 18, height 66”, and weight 279.6 pounds.

Abdomen: Obese. No masses or tenderness noted.

Extremities: Reveal trace pitting edema.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 82 bpm. There is left axis deviation. There is evidence of right ventricular hypertrophy.

IMPRESSION:

1. Dyspnea.

2. Hypertension.

3. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN:
1. Lexiscan to rule of coronary artery disease.

2. Echo to assess wall motion and valvular function.

3. CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, and TSH.
