CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 65-year-old Hispanic female who is referred for preoperative evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had reported visual difficulty and was requiring right eye surgery. She is seen preoperatively. The patient denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitation. She reports having developed visual difficulties approximately three years ago. She notes that her symptoms have progressively worsened. The patient is now anticipated to undergo surgery, but requires cardiac clearance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Mild hypercholesterolemia.

2. Gastritis.

3. History of H. pylori.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral shoulder status post fall.

MEDICATIONS: Protonix 40 mg one daily and vitamin D3 3000 units one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: She reports heartburn and antacid use, otherwise unremarkable.

Neurologic: There is headache.

Psychiatric: There is depression.

Endocrine: There is report of heat intolerance.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/86, pulse 80, respiratory rate 18, height 64”, and weight 162 pounds.

Cardiovascular: There is a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border, otherwise unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 69 bpm and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 65-year-old female referred for preoperative evaluation. The patient is noted to be clinically stable. She is anticipated to undergo right eye surgery. She has history of mild hypertension and gastritis. These appear adequately controlled for her procedure. The patient is felt to be clinically stable. She is cleared for her cataract surgery.
