Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Allison with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, secondary hyperparathyroidism and prior bariatric surgery.  Last visit in October.  Morbid obesity and chronic back pain.  Ablation done significant improvement.  Chronic nocturia.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  4+ edema and varicose veins.  No ulcerations.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen, purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight hydralazine, diuretics, beta-blockers, vitamin D125 and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 316 and blood pressure by nurse 145/82.  Head, neck, respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  Obesity of the abdomen.  3+ edema, varicose veins bilateral.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 2.29, which is baseline.  No gross anemia.  GFR 30 stage IIIB-IV.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III-IV, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Bicarbonate replacement.  Continue same vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Blood pressure in the office in the upper side but acceptable.  Bariatric surgery without severe diarrhea.  Continue present regimen.  Blood pressure at home better than here 120/70.  Successful ablation back pain.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Plan to see him back in November or December.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
