HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 33-year-old male who comes in symptoms of right-sided facial VII nerve palsy.

He has had no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. He has had no sinus infections or cold symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left shoulder.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is alert. He is awake. He does not use drugs. He does not drink alcohol. He does not smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 313 pounds. O2 sats 99%, temperature 98.2, respirations 20, pulse 74, and blood pressure 132/80.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Detailed neurological exam reveals right-sided facial palsy consistent with VII nerve paralysis consistent with Bell’s palsy.
2. Decadron 20 mg now.
3. Medrol Dosepak.
4. We talked about causes of Bell’s palsy.
5. We talked about antiviral, but he wants to hold off and take the Medrol Dosepak.
6. If symptoms are not resolved or if there are any other issues or problems, we will have CT scan of his head done.
7. Come back next week for followup.

8. Last set of blood tests in 2023, showed high cholesterol, needs to be rechecked.
