CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also followup after dog bite and mild headache.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was bitten by his home dog accidentally and the wound is healing very well. The patient went to the emergency room and he got Tdap vaccination. He does not have any fever or chills and there is no bleeding or pus formation.
The patient has intracranial hemorrhage three months ago and he has residual mild left-sided headache that is progressively improving and there are no visual problems. The patient was seen by neurosurgeon and there is no intervention.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied ear pain, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on carvedilol 12.5 mg tablet one tablet in the morning and half tablet in the evening, Entresto 25/26 mg tablet one tablet every day as per the cardiologist.

The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and he is on clopidogrel 75 mg one tablet a day and aspirin 81 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on Zetia 10 mg tablet one tablet a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on glimepiride 1 mg tablet one tablet a day, metformin 1000 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of neuropathy and he is on vitamin B12 1000 mcg once a day and gabapentin 300 mg tablet one tablet every evening.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has three children. The patient currently is not working and he has disability due to intracranial bleeding and significant coronary artery disease.

The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes and he quit drinking alcohol several months ago.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals cephalic tenderness without any nuchal rigidity. There are no open wounds.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

Groin examination reveals dog bite on the left side and scab formation. Wound is completely closed. There is no discharge or bleeding or tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
The patient also has minor healing wound on the right hand by thumb.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
