Dear Dr. Bennett:
This is a followup for Mr. Quick with chronic kidney disease, probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Uses a walker.  Recent left-sided ear problems question infection.  He is hard of hearing.  2+ edema.  Stable dyspnea, inhalers.  Good urine output.  Some bruises of the arm.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system done otherwise negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight beta-blockers, ARB Diovan and diuretics.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 193 and blood pressure in the low side 100/74.  Lungs are clear.  Irregular rhythm.  No pericardial rub.  Tympanic abdomen.  No ascites or peritoneal signs.  2+ edema.  Hard of hearing.
Labs:  Chemistries from May, creatinine 2.9 slowly progressive overtime and GFR 30 stage III-IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III-IV.  No indication for dialysis.  Slowly progressive overtime.  No uremic symptoms of pericarditis or encephalopathy.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  Tolerating ARB Diovan among others.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
