Dear Annu:
This is a followup for Dr. Chomchai comes accompanied with daughter-in-law.  Last visit in January.  Underlying chronic kidney disease.  He resides in assisted living.  He is legally blind and has dementia.  Uses a walker.  Recently sore throat treated with antibiotics.  Denies bowel changes.  Has frequency and urgency, but no blood.  No gross edema.  No recent falls.  The recent odynophagia has resolved.  No reported increase of dyspnea.  No chest pain or palpitations.  For the rheumatoid arthritis follows with Dr. Laynes.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise noncontributory.  
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Norvasc, atenolol and hydralazine.  Medications for memory.  Off antiinflammatory agents.  Used to take Celebrex, discontinued.
Physical Examination:  Present weight down to 151, previously 162 and blood pressure 128/68 right-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  He is very pleasant.
Labs:  Chemistries May, creatinine 1.34, baseline between 1.6 and 1.7.  Some of these can be explained by the weight loss at least 10 pounds.  Present GFR 52 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Liver function test for the most part normal.  Anemia 11.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable, no progression.  Off antiinflammatory agents.  He has documented nephrocalcinosis medullary type.  However, no electrolyte and acid base abnormalities nothing to suggest polyuria.  Normal sodium concentration.  Stable kidney function.  Blood pressure well controlled.  No need for EPO treatment.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Underlying dementia and blindness.  Rheumatoid arthritis clinically stable.  He is exposed to methotrexate.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
