He also has severe COPD, hypertension, and BPH. The patient is currently smoking in bed. He states he smokes seven or eight cigarettes a day. Lives with his family member who also smokes and is blind. The patient is not eating very much he states it is because of the summer heat. His O2 sats around 97% and blood pressure 120/60 with a pulse of 100. Bowel and bladder incontinent, total bedridden, and total ADL dependent. KPS is at 40%. LMAC is at ______. He eats now 20% of his meals. The patient continues to lose weight, continues to eat very little, continues to have issues with aspiration and that is another reason that he is not eating as much at this time. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The findings were discussed with DON regarding an antifungal cream per Dr. Washington, hospice medical director.
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
