HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old young lady who comes in today bent over because of left flank pain.
She has never had any kidney stone. She is on her period now. She has no vomiting, but feels some nausea. She states that she has had this pain for the past few hours, but she also lifted something heavy and she thinks that made it worse.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is on her period now. She is not smoking. She is not drinking. She is not using any drugs, she tells me.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had a kidney stone at a young age.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Left flank pain. Some nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis or hematochezia. No diarrhea. No seizure. No convulsion. The patient is on her period now.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The patient’s weight not recorded because she was in pain. Temperature 98.7. O2 sat 100%. Respirations 18. Pulse 97. Blood pressure 133/67.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is tenderness noted over the left flank.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Left flank pain.

2. We started with urinalysis. The patient was not able to give me a urine sample.
3. The patient’s ultrasound of the abdomen showed lots of gas with minimal usable information.
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4. The patient continues to be in pain, not able to give urine, we cannot do a pregnancy test or any other testing at this time. The best course of action is for the patient to get IV fluid started in the emergency room and get any urinalysis, maybe a CT of the abdomen and go from there.

5. For this reason, the patient was sent to HCA Hospital with her grandmother who is actually doing the driving.
6. HCA is less than a mile away from us.

7. She knows exactly where to take Lia and she knows not to take her home and she knows we need to find out exactly what is causing her severe pain.
