CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents to follow up. He states he just came in to show us how well he was doing. He states that he has stopped cocaine and that now not taking Suboxone. He states that he had continued nausea and vomiting while taking Suboxone, but prior to stopping it, feeling much better now. He states he has been taking OxyContin and hydrocodone for some years for chronic back pain with multiple surgeries, being followed by pain doctor, Dr. Jue in The Woodlands. He states that he is no longer having back pain and he is also off hydrocodone.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above and reviewed and in previous charts.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above. He is here without girlfriend today.
FAMILY HISTORY: As above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Low Back: With surgical scars present.
IMPRESSION: Followup of chronic back pain with post back injury with multiple surgeries, history of cocaine abuse, history of probable opioid abuse, questionable reaction to Suboxone with complaints of persistent nausea and vomiting while taking Suboxone. Denies taking OxyContin while on Suboxone as discussed before starting Suboxone, necessity to be off and have early withdrawal symptoms before starting Suboxone, now feels he does not need any medications at all even for his back and that he is feeling much better off his medications. He has not seen pain doctor regularly for the past few weeks without followup. Attempted to explain to the patient that the nausea and vomiting on Suboxone was maybe because he was still taking hydrocodone, but denied taking medication like that and feels that he is only having reaction to Suboxone and that cocaine is no longer a problem and back pain seems to be gone. Discussed options for recurrence of back pain and continued on Suboxone. Tried to explain the patient that he could take Suboxone for chronic pain instead of opiates and to discuss with his pain doctor as discussed on our prior visit, but the patient became upset when on discussion and left without prescription stating as before he is off all medications now. He is considering calling pain doctor to update on events or present. The patient is now terminated from further services of this clinic.
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
