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This is a 51-year-old gentleman with end-stage COPD. The patient has very end-stage COPD. He is on 6 liters of oxygen. He is short of breath at all times. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is wheelchair-bound, requires help from wheelchair to his bed. No longer able to ambulate or move without getting extremely short of breath.
He has cor pulmonale, pedal edema and pulmonary hypertension. He has rhonchi, rales, and wheezing at all times despite using his nebulizer at least six times a day. He requires medication to control his pain and his severe anxiety and his fear of death. KPS score is at 40%. ADL dependent. Bowel and bladder incontinent. Prognosis poor. He requires pain medication around the clock because of severe leg pain. Decreased appetite. O2 sat runs in 80s without oxygen and low 90s with oxygen on board. Overall prognosis is quite guarded.
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
