The patient presents with cough, flu-like symptoms with frontal and periorbital headache.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and stage III renal failure under the care of nephrologist.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing.

DIAGNOSES: Emphysema type B with headache.
PLAN: Given Toradol 60 mg IM with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Mega Vitamin dosages. To follow up with nephrologist and cardiologist and here if needed.
