CC: Followup on cardiology appointment with medication changes.

HPI: An 89-year-old female with a history of hypertension was seen on 06/24/2025 by her cardiologist Dr. Kassabian at SSM Heart & Vascular Center. She returned with orders for some medication changes which in checking today were put into effect after she returned. Her baseline medications are amlodipine 5 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., losartan 25 mg q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d. p.r.n., levothyroxine 88 mcg q.a.m., Lumigan eye drops one drop OU h.s., PreserVision one capsule b.i.d., Seroquel 50 mg one tablet h.s., Simbrinza eye drops one drop OU b.i.d., and Flomax one capsule q.d. p.r.n. The previously scheduled ASA 81 mg q.d. was discontinued and Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d. was initiated. The patient has done well with medication changes. BP and heart rate being checked are WNL. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/64, pulse 63, respirations 16, and O2 sat 98%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HTN. BP well controlled on current medications.

2. Anticoagulant, is doing well on Eliquis with discontinuation of ASA.

3. General care. The patient will return for routine cardio followup in three months. 
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
