Dear Ms. Drenth & Staff of Listening Ear Facility:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Wedge with diabetes insipidus, anemia of chronic disease and history of chronic kidney disease, which is currently improved.  His last visit was January 6, 2025.  His weight is up 6 pounds over the last year and he has been fluctuating quite a bit, but it is stable.  No recent hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  Today he is somewhat sad and crying frequently while he is in the room for his visit today.  Very cooperative and minimal yelling during the exam.  The staff reports he is doing well.  No hospitalizations or procedures and they were not able to get him to get labs drawn before this visit so the most recent labs were done 12/27/2024.
Medications:  Allopurinol 100 mg daily, Depakote extended-release 1000 mg at bedtime, fluphenazine 2 mg daily, Synthroid, Singulair, vitamins, Prilosec, losartan is 50 mg daily, also Klonopin he gets 0.5 mg before his doctors appointments so that he remains calm and Klonopin 0.25 mg two tablets once a day and today he is in the wheelchair and he is wheelchair bound.
Physical Examination:  Weight 171 pounds, pulse is 88, blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 110/70.  His lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  We do not have recent labs to review, but the last creatinine done 12/27/24 was 1.21 so updated labs do need to be done this month.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. Diabetes insipidus currently stable.
2. Anemia of chronic disease.  Updated labs also needed to check that.
3. History of chronic kidney disease.  Last creatinine 1.21, had estimated GFR greater than 60 and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
