Dear Cora:

Renal biopsy was done for Mr. Palmer.  It took about two weeks for university to have a final report that shows diabetic glomerulosclerosis advanced.  There was 60% of the glomeruli completely sclerosed, significant interstitial fibrosis tubular atrophy.  There was also evidence for arterial disease.  I discussed with John these results that explain his advanced renal failure and nephrotic range proteinuria and syndrome.  Treatment aggressive diabetes and cholesterol control.  You recently have added a low dose of Coreg with blood pressure at home 110s-130s/70s and 80s on top of his other Bumex, nitrates, Aldactone, losartan and hydralazine.  He is due for blood test today.  There were no complications of bleeding or hematoma.  He understands he has advanced renal failure and down the road he will be facing the need for dialysis or transplantation.  Did not tolerate nifedipine it did cause too sudden drop of blood pressure.  Further advice to follow with new results.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
