Dear Kurt:
This is a followup for Mr. Dent with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  He denies hospital admission.  He is hard of hearing.  Diabetes well controlled at 7.  Blood pressure at home 120s/70s.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive 14 review of systems all of them being negative.  Wife was present.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norvasc, losartan and Jardiance.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 163 and blood pressure by nurse 117/77.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from June, creatinine 2.3 stable and present GFR 28 stage IV.  There is metabolic acidosis.  Minor increase of potassium.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis.  Has been stable for many years.  We will do a dialysis class and AV fistula if he is interested when GFR approaches 20.  There is metabolic acidosis for the first time.  We will see what the trending shows before bicarbonate replacement.  Tolerating losartan with minimal high potassium.  Continue to monitor.  No need for EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  We will see him back in six months.
