6. Check blood work.

7. Come back in two weeks for followup.

9. Echocardiogram within normal limits with palpitation.

10. Blood work obtained.

11. Lose weight.

12. Increase activity.

13. He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol.

16. No DVT or PVD noted.

17. No evidence of aortic aneurysm.

18. On ultrasound, gallbladder and other abdominal organs are negative.
