HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Jackson is an 18-year-old young lady comes in with another bout of urinary tract infection.
She has not been on an antibiotic for some time and because she does have what looks like 2+ blood in the urine, we are going to go ahead and get a culture and sensitivity of the urine as well. She has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. She has period about a week or so ago, she is almost completely off of it now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. 
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Fluoxetine 10 mg.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. She is going to go to school to become a medical assistant.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of depression. No symptoms of suicidal thoughts or ideation.
She has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. No symptoms of pyelonephritis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 129 pounds. Temperature 98.5. O2 sat 97%. Respirations 16. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 105/48.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

BACK: No CVA tenderness noted.

SKIN: No rash.

Her urinalysis is as above. Ultrasound shows no changes from last visit.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Symptoms of urinary tract infection.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d.
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4. Diflucan 100 mg b.i.d.

5. Reevaluate in two weeks.

6. Double voiding, empty bladder after sex.

7. Lots of liquid.

8. Avoid bath and no sweet syrupy liquids recommended.

9. If this continues to be a problem, we will refer to a urologist at that time.
