This is a 67-year-old gentleman being evaluated for face-to-face today at 4:56 p.m. at his residence. The patient is currently on hospice with history of CVA. He is bed bound except when someone helps him and carries him to the chair. He has a dense right-sided paralysis. His caretaker tells me that he has not been interested in food, he is not eating as much, he wants to drink Ensure.

He was taken off the Ensure previously because of his aspiration issues. He continues to have right-sided dense paralysis as before with expressive aphasia, which is some improved today. The edema in the lower extremities actually shows improvement compared to 06/04/2025. Continues to be ADL dependent. Confusion and agitation is stable. Bowel and bladder incontinent. His blood pressure is improved at 155/87 with the new medications on board. He has other issues including BPH, obesity, hypertension, anxiety, and difficulty with mentation remains to be an issue including depression and symptoms of Alzheimer’s dementia, which he has been taking Namenda and Aricept for. His O2 saturation is 96% and his pulse is 66. His blood pressure is improved as I mentioned. Minimal change in his MAC down to still at 26 cm. He would like Ensure vanilla, which I will discuss with DON and we will order that for him at this time. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
