Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:
This is a followup for Mr. Cushman with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  Hard of hearing.  Recent fall.  No emergency room visit.  Wife did help.  No loss of consciousness.  No major trauma to the head.  Moving four extremities symmetrically.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Denies vomiting.  He has problems of water dysphagia.  He is able to drink through the straw better than drinking from the cup.  Not very physically active, prior stroke.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Beta-blockers, antiarrhythmics, medications for dementia and water pill.
Physical Examination:  Present weight unable to be done and blood pressure by nurse 123/72.  Lungs are clear.  Left upper chest device.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  Hard of hearing.  No respiratory distress.  Very pleasant.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in July, creatinine 1.5 one of his best numbers and GFR 44 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  This is one of his best numbers.  Has not required EPO treatment.  Has not required change diet for potassium, bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  All chemistries stable.  No symptoms of uremia or encephalopathy.  Did not change medications.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
