Dear Disability Determination Service:

Landon comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He is here with his mother who assists with the history. Apparently, Landon has had a “lazy” eye since a very young age. He does not have trouble recognizing small print or small objects and he does not have trouble distinguishing between small objects nor avoiding hazards in his environment. He has not had eye surgery nor trauma. He does not wear glasses. He does not use eye drops. He does not take systemic medications.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on the right and 20/20 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.75 –2.75 x 003 on the right and plano –0.50 x 005 on the left. The near acuity with the ______ correction measures 20/25 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 22 on the right and 25 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The eyelids show a left-sided ptosis.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus with borderline reliability shows the absence of a visual filed on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Ptosis.
2. Astigmatism.
Landon has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small and moderate size print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good although he should obtain glasses for the astigmatism so that he does not develop amblyopia. He does not show strabismus on the examination today and the ptosis is not amblyogenic.
