Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Keita comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. She works as a professional translator and states that she was fluent in seven languages. She states that she has intermittent blur with her right eye and a total loss of vision with left eye. She states that she does drive her car at times although she does not feel that this is safe. She has a history of diabetes and hypertension. She has had cataract surgery and glaucoma surgeries as well as injections to her eyes. She has seen Dr. Stephen Walters and Dr. Lisa Faia for uveitis. She uses latanoprost, timolol, brimonidine, dorzolamide, and prednisolone drops in both eyes.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on the right and hand motions only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.50 sphere on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/40 on the right and hand motions only on the left at 16 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. An afferent defect is not appreciated. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 11 on the left. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The slit lamp examination shows a posterior chamber lens in good position on both sides. On the left side, there is a bleb superiorly with an associated iridotomy. There is a tube shunt superotemporally. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination shows a near-total cup to the nerve head on the right side and a total cup to nerve head on the left. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus with acceptable reliability shows less than 10 degrees of horizontal field on the right side and a total loss of visual field on the left side.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma. Advanced stage. Bilateral.
2. Pseudophakia.

Ms. Keita has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of glaucoma and having had cataract surgery. She does not show active uveitis at this time. As well, she does not show diabetic eye disease. Based upon her level of glaucoma, one can understand how she would have difficulties performing visual tasks. In particular, although the right eye can read moderate size print, it cannot read small print nor distinguish between small objects. As well, she has difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment because of the advanced stage of glaucoma and loss of peripheral vision. Her prognosis is poor.
