The patient presents with cough persistent, getting worse past week with shortness of breath at night. She states she has been helped by an inhaler; she has been poor, doing better with.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma in childhood.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight hoarseness. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Wheezes, rales and faint rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchial asthma with bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol and to take DM over-the-counter. Advised to follow up as needed with chest x-ray and nebulizer.
