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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1970, the patient was in Fort Ord, California.  The patient was in Boot Camp.  The patient was underground a grenade training.  He tells me that another trainee next to him dropped a grenade onto the ground.  He tells me that the sergeant needed to grab that grenade immediately off the ground and throw it away.  The grenade blowup after the sergeant threw it away.  The patient tells me that he did not have any loss of consciousness.  Did not fall to the ground.  He tells me that he did not have any injury to the head.  The patient tells me that he did not sustain any trauma from that grenade explosion.
In 1986, the patient was in Camp Pendleton California.  The patient tells me that he was playing a softball.  Somebody threw a softball, into his right eye.  He tells me that the softball smacked his right eye.  The patient tells me that he has pain in the right eye.  The patient tells me that he sustained right eye orbital fracture.  However, there is no loss of consciousness.  The patient has right eye pain.  There is no significant confusion and disorientation.
The patient generally tells me that he has pain in the right eye sometimes.  However, there are no significant symptoms at this point.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me in 1970, the patient was in Ford Ord, California undergoing Boot Camp training.  The patient tells me another person dropped a grenade and the grenade hit the ground.  The sergeant quickly got to the ground and threw the grenade away.  The patient tells me that he did not sustain traumatic injury to the head.  There is no loss of consciousness.  There is no injury to him from the grenade accident.  In 1986, the patient was playing softball.  He tells me that somebody threw softball into his right eye. The patient tells me that his right eye, he had sustained right eye orbital fracture.  However, the patient did not lose consciousness.  There is no confusion. There is no disorientation.  There is no significant head pain from that.

It is my opinion that these incidents were not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  The patient did not have loss of consciousness.  The patient denies any residual symptoms from these events.  Specifically, there is no significant headache, confusion, and disorientation.  It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.
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
