CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of discharge from the site of the dialysis catheter.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed discharge from the dialysis catheter yesterday and it is progressive now. The patient has no fever or chills. There is no active bleeding; however, the dialysis catheter is loose.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Unremarkable.
HEART: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Chest wall examination reveals dialysis catheter on the right subclavian and there is a minimal skin discharge from the site. There is no pus formation. There is no active bleeding. The patient does not have any tenderness.
