HPI: A 79-year-old gentleman who while I was in there to see his wife brought up that he has found a gastroenterologist as I had spoken to him about a couple of weeks ago. The patient has been having dysphagia. He feels like food gets stuck in his throat and does not go down and he cannot bring it up it is frightening and he has had several episodes like that when I asked if he feels like he has had any spasm or contraction in his esophagus he states that has happened and he does not know what to do. So, I had advised him to find a gastroenterologist that he felt comfortable with to visit the initial visit be getting information that would determine the second visit for any procedure would be done. I explained to him that it sounds like he has esophageal stricture and basically difficulty passing food through certain part of the esophagus and the food getting stuck so it does not go down, but it cannot be brought up either. The patient states that it causes him to panic, which is understandable. So, the patient has brought up Dr. Philip Bird at Norman Regional Hospital phone number 405-360-2777 and I will fill out the needed information for a referral to Dr. Bird’s office and the diagnosis of dysphagia with ”food stuck in his throat assess for esophageal dilation”. This is not happened before. So we talked that I would see him next week, he has labs that were not available at that time, but are available now and I will review them with him next week.
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
