HPI: The patient is a 69-year-old male with history of end-stage renal disease dialyzed Monday, Wednesday and Friday, previous lumbar osteomyelitis discitis at L5-S1 who presented with acute on chronic low back pain and was found to have progression of previous osteomyelitis discitis on MRI. He had noted mild left lower extremity weakness. The patient had subsequently been admitted and underwent treatment/evaluation in the outpatient setting. He had subsequently been admitted to the Skilled Nursing Facility at Excell.

ADMITTING DIAGNOSES: Then, included osteomyelitis, unstable bradycardia resolved, hypoglycemia resolved, and acute osteomyelitis discitis of L3-L4. In addition, he has history of substance abuse and severe emphysema.
MEDICATIONS: Included buprenorphine 8 mg sublingual b.i.d., cefepime 2 g, 2 g, 3 g with hemodialysis to be given at hemodialysis center until June 6, 2025, vancomycin to be given at hemodialysis center, sevelamer 1600 mg t.i.d., nicotine patch, and thiamine 500 mg daily.
The patient was noted to have no additional findings. He was therefore admitted as noted. Please see additional detailed history.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient was noted to be stable.

PLAN: Continue the IV antibiotics as noted.
