HISTORY: This is a 9-year-old child here for followup. He is accompanied by mother who states that child was recently seen and had partial nail extraction. He states he is doing much better, he is here for followup.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 116/73.

Pulse is 51.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.0.

LEFT GREAT TOE: There is localized erythema at the wound edge. No migrating erythema. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. Nail is viable. Neurovascularly intact. Capillary refill less than 2 seconds. Tenderness to palpation on the wound edge.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post partial nail extraction for onychocryptosis, doing much better.
2. Cellulitis, much improved compared to last visit.
3. Followup partial nail extraction.
PROCEDURE: The site was cleaned with sterile water and betadine and hydrogen peroxide.
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After cleaning the site, the site was pat dry, then triple antibiotic was applied to his toe and it was over covered with 2 x 2, then secured with Coban. Mother was advised to come back to the clinic if child does not get better. She was advised to monitor and return only if she see redness, swelling and increased pain. She states she understands. The child is advised to continue other medication that he received from us recently.
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
