CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain, anxiety disorder and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed low back pain and the pain level is 5 or 6 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied exposure to any illness or allergies, headache, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.

The patient also stated that she was under a lot of stress lately. Her grandchild was shot in the head yesterday and the child is recuperating; however, the patient got under stress and she has loss of sleep.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler and nebulizer as needed.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-salt diet, Atorvastatin 10 mg tablet along with vitamin D.

The patient is also on low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and she was on omeprazole 40 mg tablet one tablet a day.
