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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Jayla comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. She has a history of oculocutaneous albinism and has required low vision spectacles to function. Currently, she states that she works as a compliance manager for a foster care facility. She states that she works on the computer and has specialized glasses for the computer. As well, she states that she has special telescopes that she uses when she drives an automobile. She has not had eye surgery. She does not use eye drops.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/60 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +3.75 –3.50 x 009 on the right and +3.75 –3.75 x 015 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/70 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. The muscle balance shows a small exotropia. The muscle movements show a rotary and jerk nystagmus on both sides. The intraocular pressures measure 22 on the right and 24 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows blond fundi. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable except for the absence of pigmentation.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type perimeter with a III4e stimulus and with correction and good reliability shows greater than 140 degrees of horizontal field on the right and greater than 140 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.
2. Albinism.
3. Amblyopia.
Ms. Pierce has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one can understand how she has difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, she can read moderate size print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment. This is with the use of regular glasses. Her prognosis is stable.
