HPI: An 89-year-old female who was seen 07/17 with complaints of lower left quadrant pain that she identified as a kidney stone. The patient states that she has had many in her life, she knows how they travel and was certain that that is what it was. There was no hematuria noted. She was able to urinate with anxiety versus dysuria. A UA was obtained on 07/16 as the patient had had complaints that same day and I had given order for UA to be taken. Results returned on 07/18 positive for E. coli and Enterococcus faecalis both sensitive to nitrofurantoin. The patient’s son Brad was contacted on 07/17 and aware of what was going on with his mother; in fact, he spoke with her by phone, there was a lot of breakup as he was in the mountains, but the general message was conveyed. Today, the patient was seen and informed that she does have a urinary tract infection, will be started on medication and hopefully her symptoms will resolve. I spoke with the patient today and she states that she does feel better than she did last week, was frustrated as she believes she was told by the DON that she would be receiving antibiotic and she today has not, she also then identified the med aide is the one who told her that, so some confusion there. Given the patient’s history of UTI, I told her that it probably be beneficial to be on UTI prophylaxis and she states that she had been in the past and would like to be on it again. Also, her son Brad is contacted about all of the above and is in agreement.
