


ASSUME CARE NOTE

CC: Assume care.
HPI: A 72-year-old gentleman seen on 07/10 for initial visit. He was seated upright in his wheelchair in room, made eye contact, was cooperative and was able to give some information. The patient stated that he was doing how he normally does. There were no recent falls or acute medical events. He did not have anything in particular that was bothering him or that he needed help with. The patient uses a wheelchair to help himself around the facility, states that he gets himself to all meals and when it comes to getting ready for the day or ready for bed, he tries to do as much as he can, but ultimately needs some staff assist. He states his appetite is good. He denied any significant pain and he sleeps through the night. I asked about any recent falls and he denied having any.

DIAGNOSES: History of CVA with subsequent left hand in splint to keep it from full flexion but rather extended, loss of right eye with upper eyelid droop, left-sided hemiparesis, history of cerebral aneurysm, depression, insomnia, nicotine dependence, dysphagia, generalized muscle weakness, history of brainstem stroke syndrome.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Large portions, pureed and nectar thickened liquid.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: The patient had received wound care on the left fourth finger due to non-pressure wound, it has since been treated and resolved. The patient also has a splint on his right dominant hand to avoid flexion contraction of wounds. On his left arm, he is noted to have Tubigrip, which he states has helped with the swelling that he used to get. He uses a walker at times in room and a wheelchair for distance that he can propel. The patient is incontinent of both bowel and bladder, wears Depends. He denies any recent UTI history. The patient states that since he has been in Tuscany he has broken his left hip twice and undergone surgery. He denies any pain. He is able to sit, does not necessarily favor the right or the left side. So, at this time, we will continue with care as is.
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
