


ASSUME CARE NOTE

CC: Initial visit to assume care.
HPI: A 74-year-old gentleman seen in room, he was sitting in his wheelchair, made eye contact and was engaging. The patient was quite verbal and acknowledged that he would give as much information as he could, but may forget some things.

DIAGNOSES: Schizophrenia unspecified, dementia without BPSD, irritable bowel syndrome, benign prostatic hyperplasia, seizure disorder, glaucoma, generalized senile debility, and left knee osteoarthritis.

MEDICATIONS: ______ 15 mg h.s., bupropion HCl SR 100 mg one tablet p.o. q.o.d., dicyclomine 10 mg one capsule t.i.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., dorzolamide eye drops one drop left eye b.i.d., fenofibrate 45 mg one tablet h.s., folic acid 1 mg q.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s., oxybutynin 5 mg t.i.d., phenytoin 50 mg one tablet b.i.d. and phenytoin 100 mg two capsules b.i.d. to equal 250 mg dose b.i.d., MiraLax q.d., propranolol 40 mg b.i.d., Zocor 40 mg h.s., docusate one capsule b.i.d., Abilify 2 mg one tablet t.i.d., and Xalatan eye drops one drop OU h.s.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is an elderly gentleman seated in his room. He is alert and made eye contact.

HEENT: EOMI. PERLA. Anicteric sclera. Nares patent. Slightly dry oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. Clear carotids.

CARDIOVASCULAR: He had a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: He had a generalized decreased effort. Lung fields relatively clear. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to effort. No cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. He has 1+ bilateral ankle edema left greater than right. Did not observe weightbearing. He is in a manual wheelchair that he can propel and self-transfer. He has generalized weakness of both arms and legs.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact.
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NEURO: The patient is pleasant and made eye contact when speaking or when being spoken to. Affect remains somewhat the same, but occasional smile. He did get a little irritated at some of the questions being asked, but assume being cooperative. He is limited in his information that he can give.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Initial visit to assume care. The patient at next visit will be seen with any ordered labs or labs that are needed will be ordered at next visit and we will further review medications.
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
