Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 51-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She quit smoking in 2018 prior to that she smoked two pack per day for 20 plus years. In the past, she used to drink alcohol heavily. She was alcohol abuser. She said she quit recently about five years ago but she still drinks occasionally. She used to use drugs in the past. She says she has stopped doing that now. She denied any drug allergies.

Recently, the patient was diagnosed to have hiatal hernia. The patient had some sort of surgery by Dr. Leah Dill however it was not successful so the surgeon has advised her to see thoracic surgeon but meanwhile she advised the patient to see hematologist because patient has been on Coumadin for several years, however, she has never been worked up.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of blood clots almost every year in the leg and in left arm. Also, she had pulmonary embolism since 1996 since then she has been on anticoagulation off and on. Recently, she has been on Coumadin 4 mg daily. Her past medical history includes history of tonsils and adenoid surgery. The patient had rectal prolapse in the past requiring colostomy so she does have a colostomy now. The patient also reported recent pneumonia about two weeks ago where she had to stay in the hospital for almost two weeks. She said it probably was aspiration pneumonia on account of hiatal hernia.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall and weighing 173 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Colostomy in the left mid quadrant.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of pulmonary embolism and history of deep vein thrombosis.

2. History of hiatal hernia and aspiration pneumonia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will send her to lab to have coagulation profile drawn, which should include protein C, antithrombin 3 levels, factor V Leiden mutation, and also for phospholipid syndrome evaluation. Once all this are available we can make further recommendations.
