Thank you for this referral.

This 75-year-old female was seen initially on July 3rd. She was found to have iron deficiency anemia. The patient was given intravenous iron. Today, she comes for evaluation. She says she has felt lot better. She lost some weight I think she lost about 17 pounds and she is little more energetic.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall and weighing 188 pounds

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Iron-deficiency anemia it may be because of GI loss from Xarelto.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC and then we will put patient on oral iron and see if she can tolerate it and then also once CBC is available we can make further recommendations.
