HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 22-year-old young man comes in with flank pain, abdominal pain, muscle pain, leg pain, arm pain, and chest discomfort. He woke up with chills and the above-mentioned symptoms. On 07/22/25, we saw him with abdominal pain. He had a negative ultrasound of his abdomen, was placed on Protonix. He stated the Protonix did help and the Zofran he is not taking because a) it caused headache and b) he had no vomiting.
Today’s problem appears to be a new issue because he definitely showed improvement from before.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Protonix 40 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. He does vape. He does not drink alcohol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 198 pounds. Temperature 98.1. O2 sat 98%. Respirations 16. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 124/76.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain, improved with Protonix.

2. Today’s issue with chills, flank pain, abdominal pain and muscle pain; because of that, we checked him for strep, flu and COVID, all negative.

3. Urinalysis totally negative.
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4. He has actually lost a few pounds. We talked about that. He wants to lose weight.

5. Tylenol and Motrin for pain and discomfort now.

6. Check blood work.

7. Check H Pylori.

8. Come back in a week.

9. If not improved, we will send him to a GI specialist.

10. Urinalysis negative.

11. Bentyl for pain along with Tylenol and Motrin.

12. No nausea or vomiting.

13. Continue with Protonix at this time.
