Mr. Qureshi is an 80-year-old gentleman, originally from Pakistan, an ex-attorney and CPA, on hospice because of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient lives with a caretaker named Victoria with a couple other residents.
There have been a couple of deaths in the house and the patient is a lot more anxious and having more issues with behavior especially in the evening as Victoria tells me today. His PPS is at 40%, FAST at 7A. He also has a history of seizure, coronary artery disease, COPD, weight loss, anxiety, and protein-calorie malnutrition. He has sundowner syndrome. He eats less. His MAC is at _____. He is high risk of fall. He is still able to ambulate with help. He has bowel and bladder incontinence and requires help with ADL.
His vitals are stable at blood pressure 120/82, pulse 90, respirations 22, O2 sats 96%.
The patient has worsening FAST score related to his end-stage senile degeneration of the brain. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
