CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin eruptions. The patient also has occasional low back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed skin rashes around the arms and it is slightly pruritic. There was no exposure to any infections. The patient has used hydrocortisone without much relief.
The patient has low back pain on and off and the pain level is 3 or 4. There is no radiation to the lower extremities. Previously the patient has been doing lot of house work.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied any exposure to infections, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

SKIN: Examination reveals fine erythematous rashes on the extremities and she had similar episode few months ago. Triamcinolone cream helped her.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine; otherwise, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
