The patient is seen today for Mounjaro refills. Weight stable. Maintaining weight loss with increased activity, exertion at work; works offshore rigs, climbs stairs, has lost 40-50 pounds since starting Mounjaro.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart. History of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and obesity.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Works offshore; he is a diver, multiple times, with loss of mother to shark attack _______ 43 years of age.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of melanoma with internal lesions with metastasis without known primary per MD Anderson.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup, obesity with weight loss on Mounjaro, history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia as well.
PLAN: To continue present dose of Mounjaro with routine followup per regular medical care.
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
