Dear Colleagues:

This is a consultation for Mrs. Black status post 6 cm clear cell renal cancer radical nephrectomy at University of Michigan April 15, 2025.  No evidence of metastasis.  Follows Dr. Akkad oncology as well as Dr. Liu urology plus University of Michigan.  Comes accompanied with husband.  Weight and appetite stable.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Open surgery done at midline abdomen.  Minor nocturia.  No incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema, claudication or numbness.  Chronic back pain.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Past Medical History:  Hypertension for few years.  She denies diabetes.  Denies deep vein thrombosis or pulmonary embolism.  No heart or brain abnormalities.  No liver disease.  No peripheral vascular disease.  No neuropathy.  No kidney stones.  Does have restless legs.  No pneumonia.  No oxygen.  No CPAP machine.
Surgeries:  Few years back pancreatitis requiring gallbladder resection, radical right-sided nephrectomy and all teeth are out.
Allergies:  No reported allergies.
Medications:  Medications at home include Lipitor, lisinopril, aspirin and Questran powder because of diarrhea post gallbladder surgery.
Social History:  Prior smoker discontinued in 2025 at the time of findings of renal cancer.  Used to smoke one and half to two packs per day since she was a teenager around 20 years old and prior alcohol intake.
Family History:  No family history of kidney disease.
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Review of Systems:  As indicated above, otherwise is negative.
Physical Examination:  Weight 171 pounds and blood pressure 120/80 on the right and 130/80 on the left.  The right eye is lateral deviated apparently amblyopia since a young person.  Overweight.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  No neck masses.  No carotid bruits or JVD.  No palpable lymph nodes, neck, armpits or groins.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention, tenderness or ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent testing are from May, low ferritin 52.  Normal iron saturation.  Normal B12.  Anemia 11.4.  Large red blood cells are 101.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Her creatinine baseline before kidney surgery 0.6 to 0.9, in May 1.29.  GFR 45.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal glucose and calcium.  I review results CT scan of abdomen and pelvis, CT scan of the chest and CT scan urogram, MRI of the brain, and nuclear medicine bone scan.
Assessment and Plan:  Status post right-sided nephrectomy, renal cell cancer and clear cell type.  As expected creatinine post surgery above normal.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Labs need to be updated to monitor stability.  Continue same lisinopril.  Monitor anemia.  She had been a heavy smoker, discontinued few months ago.  A component of diarrhea from gallbladder surgery many years back.  At this moment does not appear to be dehydrated or hypovolemia.  All issues discussed at length with the patient and husband.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
