HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 74-year-old woman who comes in with cough, congestion, and rib pain. The pain in the ribs comes when she coughs a lot. She has had no nausea, vomiting, radiation of the pain to the left arm, shortness of breath or any associated symptoms. She does have a history of COPD because of tobacco abuse in the past. She has been taking Z-PAK and Tessalon Perles with no help.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension. COPD, and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Complete hysterectomy, appendectomy, cholecystectomy and tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: See the list created by Dr. Halberdier previously.
ALLERGIES: MYCINS.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive cough, Positive congestion. Positive discolored sputum. No nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure. No convulsion. No response to Z-PAK and Tessalon Perles previously.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 147 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 61. Blood pressure 152/70.

HEENT: TMs slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Exacerbation of COPD.

2. Bronchitis acute.

3. No response to previous treatment i.e. Z-PAK and Tessalon Perles.

4. Add Levaquin 500 mg once a day for 10 days.

5. Medrol Dosepak.

6. Use a nebulizer and/or albuterol inhaler.

7. URI.

8. Hypertension. Slightly elevated blood pressure mostly because of current issues and problems.

9. Meds reviewed opposite page.

10. Come back in three days.

11. If not improved, we will obtain chest x-ray and/or CT scan at that time.
