HPI: A 79-year-old female who requested to be seen tonight. She had actually requested to be seen earlier today, but somehow did not get on the list. So, I did see her this evening in the apartment she shares with her husband. The patient was very pleasant and stated that she was not feeling well and was concerned about her Libre FreeStyle sensor going off and when I asked her what she meant, she stated that it would peak, it would be really high and then it would be low and she just did not know what to make of it and was concerned about what she should do. I asked her when her last A1c was and she stated that it was about four months ago and it was 5.7. She and her husband have relocated to OKC to be near their children from Lawton. He had an HVAC Company that he operated for 45 years and she worked with him in the business and so they put their home up for sale, so it has been a stressful time for them. I told her that next week I would sit down and do an H&P with her and today would be just addressing the acute issue. She did bring up that she would like to see about getting some physical therapy. She just does not feel as strong as she would like to and I reassured her we can get PT here in the building and then I told her that we would also do lab work so we have a current A1c since it has been four months. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. A1c is ordered and we will follow up next week.

2. Gait instability. She has an electric wheelchair as well as a manual wheelchair. Husband assists in her transfers. She is not strong enough on her own by her feeling. So, PT to work with her on that is ordered.
