CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. History of COPD.

4. Recurrent exacerbation of COPD.

5. Left second toe cellulitis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 81-year-old gentleman, non-diabetic, with history of hyperlipidemia, hypertension, and history of anxiety, comes in with what looks like redness, heat, and cellulitis of the second toe. There is no history of diabetes. The patient’s recent blood work was done by his PCP. The patient does not smoke, does not drink alcohol.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Only taking albuterol inhaler at this time.
ALLERGIES: None.
He also had had some mild cough, congestion and some sputum production. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion reported.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/80. Pulse 88. Respirations 20. O2 sat 94%. Temperature 97.9. Weight 258 pounds.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. There is evidence of redness, heat, but no drainage of the second toe.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Second toe cellulitis.

2. Positive pulses noted, most important.

3. COPD.
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4. Evidence of exacerbation of COPD.

5. Add Symbicort 80/4.5 mcg two puffs twice a day.

6. Doxycycline 100 mg twice a day.

7. Dress the second toe with Bactroban.

8. Also, may use albuterol nebulizer when he is at home up to four times a day.

9. Always rinse your mouth.

10. Follow up with us or PCP in the next week.

11. We would like to get a copy of his blood work for the chart if possible.
