This is a 78-year-old woman, lives with her sister who is 76-year-old. She used to work in the tech industry and run their computer center for the Police Department here in Houston, Texas. She is originally from Houston, never been married, does not have any children. She never was a heavy smoker or drinker.

Currently, she takes no medications.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The only surgery she has had is left hip surgery.

HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization was four or five years ago because of a broken hip.

MEDICATIONS: The patient is not taking any medications at this time.

ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: She has not had any immunization for the past couple of weeks.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of alcoholism. Father died of stroke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has lost about 2 to 3 pounds in the past few months. She is eating well. She has no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. The patient is able to ambulate, but she is at high risk of fall. She appears thin. She is continent of bowel and bladder and requires help with some ADL to care for herself during the day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We find a 78-year-old woman in no distress. She is quite thin.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/84, pulse 67, and O2 saturation 100%.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

LOWER EXTREMITIES: Thin. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. The patient has some weakness and some difficulty with walking, but she refuses to use a walker.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 78-year-old woman, pretty healthy for her age, with no history of hypertension, diabetes, or any associated symptoms. She has mild general debility. She has lost about 2 to 3 pounds in the past few months. Otherwise, she is eating and has good bowel movements. She has no other issues or problems and appears to be functioning quite well.
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
