This is a 73-year-old gentleman seen today, Wednesday on 07/30/2025 at 1700 hours for a face-to-face evaluation. The patient has a history of brainstem stroke and COPD. The patient’s hospice diagnosis is brainstem stroke, also suffers from COPD, shortness of breath, and hypertension. He has a chronic Foley catheter, depression, anxiety, BPH, left-sided weakness, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, total and completely bed bound, and symptoms of aspiration related to the brainstem stroke. The patient has a history of respiratory failure and has been hospitalized most recently from July 22 to July 26 with UTI, cough, congestion, and what appeared to be mild possible bronchitis. The patient has a new Foley catheter that requires changing every month. His appetite has been stable. The patient also suffers from renal insufficiency, hyperkalemia, and hyperlipidemia. The patient’s left-sided weakness has been chronic with no significant change. The patient also has protein-calorie malnutrition. MAC is at 22 cm, which is much diminished. PPS is 40%. Given natural progression of his disease and most recent hospitalization, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
